Minutes of the Avalon Beach Improvement Association annual meeting May 5, 2007

Lesley Ball, President called the meeting to order.  Board members were introduced.

Lesley thanked those who volunteered this morning in replacing the sand fence at the beach lot, transplanting sea oats and picking up trash.  She announced that the builder of the new house next to the beach lot will be putting up a privacy fence.  There are going to be 3 other houses built there also.  

Lesley announced that the ABIA fall picnic will be held on the 3rd Saturday in October.  

Old Business:

Janet Kendrick gave the treasurer’s report.  Since last meeting in May 2006, we have had:

$3,890 deposits

$2,051. 69 expenses

We have $1,351.13 in checking account

We have $5,000 CD

We have three $1,000 CD’s

We have $7,351.03 in money market

Lesley discussed that the major  expense this past year was the replacement of the steps at the beach access.  

New Business:

Lesley recognized Sonya Jones – Walter Jones’ widow.  Lesley mentioned that Sonya and Walter were responsible for keeping the ABIA going over many years.  Lesley mentioned that an email was sent on behalf of the ABIA to Sonya and her family on 12/17/06.  It read:

On behalf of the Avalon Beach Improvement Association, I was so sorry to hear about Walter’s passing away.  I know how much he loved the Avalon Area and was glad he got to see it passed to others who also care.  Walter was also such an asset to Kill Devil Hills.  He will truly be missed. We are out of the state right now but thank you so much for the update.  Lesley Ball – ABIA President and Chuck Ball – Mayor of KDH

Lesley mentioned that Walter’s obituary requested donations to the American Lung Association or the Muscular Dystrophy Headquarters in memory of him.  She asked for recommendations on what to do.  Chuck Ball suggested that the ABIA send $100 to each of those associations and it was seconded.

Lesley asked if anyone wanted to volunteer to be the Webmaster to make a new website for the ABIA.  There were no volunteers.  Lesley then asked if we would vote to pay Hugh Hammers to develop a website.  Chip Kendrick mentioned that Mr. Hammers does a wonderful job and his price is reasonable.  This was approved.  

Lesley thanked whoever placed the sign on the beach access lot bicycle rack that this was private property of the ABIA and that cars will be towed.

 Lesley announced that there was a vacancy for Vice-President and asked for volunteers. Alice Kerekes of New Bern volunteered and it was approved.  Lesley also asked if anyone wanted to be President.  No one volunteered so she will continue.

Lesley asked if there was any business that anyone wanted to bring up:

Charlie Chalmers suggested that the sound lot park be named for Sonya and Walter Jones.  It was approved and there will be a sign placed on the lot that it is now “Walter and Sonya Jones memorial park”.  

Howard Kimmel asked about the volunteer list for grass cutting.  Lesley mentioned that anyone who wanted to volunteer should see Alice Kerekes.   Mr. Kimmel volunteered for May and Mr. Kerekes volunteered for June.  

Lesley reminded everyone that there is only 1 parking pass per lot for $25.00 dues paid.  Members voted several years ago regarding that.  

Chuck Ball mentioned that each year had gotten better at the beach access lot.  He reminded members that they should challenge people parking on the lot if they do not display the parking pass that it is private parking and tell them about the ABIA.  Lesley reminded the members that if there are any issues with vagrants or drunks, they should call the dispatch phone number for KDH police on the sign posted on the steps to the beach.  

Chip Kendrick suggested that we should hire the off-duty police for Memorial Day weekend.  That was approved.  Lesley mentioned that the policeman are giving a courtesy parking pass for the summer.  

Howard Kimmel asked what the policy was for people parking without a pass – could we have them towed.  Lesley said that yes, we can.  We have called the police one time in the past for an especially obnoxious person.  

Someone asked about paving the beach lot.  Lesley said that we cannot because CAMA does not allow it anymore.  KDH had offered to pave it in the past but they wanted to make it a public lot.  

Sonya Jones asked about the rumor that the beach lot was going to be sold.  Lesley said that it was not true and that it would take approval  of all of the ABIA owners to do that and that was not going to be done.  

There was motion to adjourn and the meeting was adjourned at 7:35 p.m.
